December 4, 2011 The America Team has learned of these recent
developments from sources in Egypt.

1. During the past two weeks, every day one or two dead refugees have
arrived at the hospital — in Al-Arish or Rafah or Sheikh Zowayed — more than
six in all. Some had been shot and some died from torture.

2. One was a man found dead lying next to a mosque in Sheikh Zowayed --
seemed to be Eritrean, aged about 25 years.

3. There are five young Bedouins aged 16 to 18 years being paid 1000 to
1500 Egyptian pounds per month, to torture Africans in the camps. They beat
and burn them with fire, starve them, and put them naked in the cold for long
hours in order to force their communication with their families to pay huge
sums of ransom money.

4. Reliable information is that about 2600 Africans entered Israel during a 40
day period beginning about October 20", which is a major achievement
following the decision by good Bedouins to crack down on gangs that hold
hostages; a large proportion of these refugees did not pay any money; others
had to pay between $2000 and $5000 before being released.

5. The total number of Africans that have crossed the border into Israel since
the beginning of 2011 is 13,581, most from Eritrea, some from Sudan.

6. There are now four locations holding nearly 200 African hostages in the Al-
Mahdia area, which is south of Sheikh Zowayed, and the largest trader is Abu
Abdullah of the Sawarka tribe.

7. A hostage site located on lands near the Israel border and controlled by the
Al Tayaha family was attacked by that family because of illicit activity there,
and the trafficker Sultan and his brother Ibrahim were killed. A large medical
refrigerator believed used for human organs, was found there.
