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Who: Thousands of Eritrean nationals have fled oppression and danger
from the regime in Eritrea and a dictator that does not know the meaning
of kindness or grace. Many young men and women languish in refugee

camps in Ethiopia, which has been kind enough to host them.

Why: Many have already completed high school and in many cases,
some post-high school study. Those who are interested in learning more
will be invited to apply for scholarships. Initially, 35 residents of the camps
(Shimelba and Mai Ayne) will be chosen from applications submitted. This
will help prepare them for moving their life ahead, once the way be clear.

What: Students will be provided a 3-year program at a private college in
Addis Ababa to obtain a diploma in medical-related areas such as pharma-

cology, nursing, x-Ray and lab techniques. Room, board, health coverage
and tuition will be covered.
